1982  	Robert Moses calls algebra “The New Civil Right.”  Uses McArthur Fellowship money to start The Algebra Project, promoting algebra courses in middle schools in underserved communities.
1997	U.S. Secretary of Education Richard Riley urges, “Take algebra beginning in the eighth grade and build from there.”
1998	President Bill Clinton laments, “Around the world, middle students are learning algebra and geometry.  Here at home, just a quarter of all students take algebra before high school.”
2007	Minnesota makes 8th grade algebra a requirement for high school graduation (beginning with the Class of 2015).
2008	California adopts algebra test as 8th grade math assessment for NCLB purposes.
